COFFEE-MILL.

SPECIFICATION forming part of Letters Patent No. 230,279, dated July 20, 1880,
Applieation filed October 26, 1878.

To all whom it may coneern :

- Be it known that I, FrRANCIS HICKMAN, of
Reading, in the county of Berks and State of

Pennsylvania, have invented a néw Improve-
ment in Coffee- -Mills; and I dohereby declare
the following, when taken in connection with
the accompanying drawings and the letters of
reference markcd thereon, to be a full, clear,
and exact description of the saine, an(l which
said drawings constitute part of this specifi-
cation, and 1eprcsent in—

Figure 1, vertical central section; Fig. 2,
top view o’r the bottom of the hopper.

This invention relates to au improvementin
that class of coffee-mills in which the runner

_ is arranged to be worked by a vertical spindle
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and horizontal crank, and particalarly to that
class of box-mills in which the runner is sus-
pended below the top; and it consists in the
construction, as hereinafter described, and
more particularly recited in the elaim.

A is the box; B, the runner-shell; C, the
receiver below; D the top of the box D the
runner-shaft, and I‘ the crank,

The box is made considerably hlghu than
the ordinary box-mill in order to form a large
receiving-chamber, G, so that a conbulemble
amount ot coffee may be placed in this cham-
berand ground from time to time, as required,
this chambel forming a holder for the un-
ground coffee. An aperture is made through
’che top, closed by a suitable cover, for the pur-
pose of introducing coffee or material to be
ground.

The runner-shell B is attached to or made

a part of the hopper or bottom L. This bot-
tom or hopper is shown detached in Fig. 2. It
is constructed of a size sufficient to toun a
partition in the box or bottom of the chamber
G, and provided ou its edge with lugs a. In
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the sides of the box grooves are ma(l(, to re- -

ceive these lugs, and so that the hopper Limay
be introduced into the said grooves when put-
ting the box together, and so that when the
box is secured together the hopper is immov-
ably held therein without other fastening than
that which the hopper itself provides..

-While lugs or projections on the edge of the
hopper are preferred, it will be understood
that the hopper may b(, made a - little larger
than the internal dimensions of the lox, and
so that it will extend into the grooves in the
sides of the box. 4

Iam aware that coffee-mills have been con-
structed with a closed chamber above and re-
ceiver below the hopper, and therefore do not

broadly claim such construction.

I claim—

Abox coffec-mill having the box constructed
to form a receiving- chdmbcrm the upper part
and a receptacle f01 the ground coffee in the
lower part, with the hoppu and grinding
mechanism arranged as a partition bu;weeu
the said two p‘LI‘tb of the box, and supported
in grooves in the side of the box, substantially

as described.
